AROUND THE LOCO TRACK

WATERFALL CONSTRUCTION CONTINUES

Joe and Truman were able to fit another day of work in September to excavate the side by side waterfall areas near the
South tunnel portal area. In the first two pictures, you can get a good idea of the placement and the height of the waterfall
feature. The first waterfall to your left will have a outlet about 24 inches wide that will cascade down 3-4 steps where it will
turn and head down a 20 foot long stream where it will end at a pondless pump area. The second waterfall, to the right in
the picture will start as a 12 inch wide outflow and again cascade down 3-4 steps where it will join the water from the first
waterfall and head down the stream to the pondless pump area. Both waterfalls will be fed by the same pump.



The next picture below gives you an idea how far the stream will travel until it goes into the pit (outlined by the white steel
fencing). The second picture is the actual pit where the box and pump will go.
